Granville, Ohio (November 18, 2011) – The Food Pantry Network of Licking County can make each dollar donated through the Granville Turkey Trot go a long way. That is why more than 1,200 people are expected to be part of the Granville Turkey Trot on Thursday, November 24.

 “The Food Pantry Network of Licking County is grateful that proceeds from St. Luke’s Granville Turkey Trot benefit our operations,” said Executive Director Charles S. Moore. “This year the need is greater than ever as we strive to meet the nutritional needs of the financially deprived and otherwise needy in Licking County.”
The Food Pantry Network of Licking County receives food from the Mid-Ohio Foodbank for 4 cents a pound.  So, for $1, the Food Pantry is able to acquire 25 pounds of food. Considering that most boxes of cereal weigh 16 ounces, that means the Food Pantry can buy 25 boxes of cereal for $1. Or it can purchase more than 25 cans of vegetables or fruit for $1.
“Food pantries everywhere are struggling to meet increasing needs,” said The Reverend Stephen H Applegate of St Luke’s.  “The Turkey Trot is one way we can help the Food Pantry Network of Licking County and involve so many others in supporting the Food Pantry's critical work on the day when we give thanks for our many blessings.”

Participants helped raise more than $22,000 last year for the Food Pantry Network of Licking County. 


"The Granville Turkey Trot is one of the key parts of our parish's extensive outreach to the local communities,” Rev. Applegate added. “Being the presenter for the event is one way we try to follow Christ's commandment to ‘love our neighbor as ourselves.’”

Adult walkers and runners who pre-register before midnight Nov. 21 pay $25, and children six to 13 pay $10. Pre-registrants get a souvenir T-shirt and race packet, which they can pick up at a “Wing Ding Packet Pick-up Party” on Saturday, November 19, at the Granville Thanksgiving Farmers Market between 9 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. If they miss the Wing Ding, pre-registrants can get their packet on Wednesday, November 23, between 9 a.m. and 6 p.m. at St. Luke’s Church Parish House at 118 South Main Street, Granville, or prior to the race.

Race day registration is $30 for adults; $15 ages 6-13 (children 5 and under are free) from 8 to 9 a.m. Thursday, November 24 at Opera House Park, at the corner of South Main Street and East Broadway, in Granville. (Race day registrants may not receive a t-shirt.)
